About the Role

initiative of Neighbourhood Network, (https://neighbourhoodnetwork.ie/) a not-for-profit, community building organisation.
We’re all about building and strengthening neighbourhoods and kick-starting ideas for positive community participation. Our
goal for Street Feast this year is to inspire 1250 Street Feasts to take place across the country on the weekend of 24th/25th
May.

As a Campaign Officer, you will support the Campaign Manager in carrying out all aspects of the Street Feast 2025
campaign from start to finish. You will also work closely with the Street Feast Campaign Community Officer.
