o Take responsibility for any fee/capitation requirements under the National Childcare Scheme including the support of
sponsorship for access to regulated settings.

o Develop, deliver, and support programmes in partnership with other statutory and community organisations groups that
will meet the needs of children and young people where appropriate.

o Liaise with other agencies and services working with children and young people living in direct provision and migrant
hubs and attend meetings where appropriate.
